This committee will review the procedures and make recommendations for improvement of campus 

security. It shall specifically review current policies and procedures for educating the campus community, 

including security personnel and those persons who advise or supervise students about sexual assault. This 

committee will insure all personnel are familiar with the emergency procedures and evacuation plan.  

*6432 Sexual Assault Prevention Information - All incoming students will receive information about sexual 

assault prevention. There will be discussion and reporting of such incidents will be encouraged. Applicable 

laws relating to sexual offenses, penalties for the crime and college procedures for dealing with sex 

offences will be discusses. Pamphlets will be available in the library.  

*6436 Bias Related Crime Prevention information - All incoming students at orientation will receive 

information about the seriousness of bias related-hate crimes.
